This year an
initiative has been proposed to
update the county wide aerial
record in full color resolution at
nearly the same cost of the
black & white image of 2004.

This update would improve
numerous governmental ser-
vices provided at the local and
county levels for Equalization
(Assessing), Zoning & Planning
Development, Parks & Cemeter-
ies, and Emergency Response
purposes.

In 2004, every local unit of
government in Allegan County
participated in the imagery
project; and since this time, the
County Land Information Ser-
vices Department (LIS) has

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introduced a comprehensive
computer program (AccuGlobe)
free of cost to local municipali-
ties, which for Saugatuck Town-
ship has improved how taxpay-
ers and officials utilize real prop-
erty data and maps for daily
operations

LIS is currently in the process of
selecting a contractor and will be
asking the County Board to enter
into a contract within the next
several weeks. Once an agree-
ment is finalized, the imagery
flight will most likely take place
in early spring after the thaw and
hefore new growth appears, so
that all features on the ground
will have maximum visibility.

The total cost for participating
municipalities will be approxi-
mately $55,000 and be appro-
priated based upon the following
factors and percentages:

As a result of this formula the
partnership costs of Townships
in general will decrease by an
estimated $1,000 compared to
cost in 2004. Cost for cities will
increase by an estimated $500.

Saugatuck Township with 24.2
square miles, 2376 population
in the year 2000, and
$255,520,943 Taxable Value
would contribute .033% of
$55,000 equal to $1.832 for
its share of the project's cost.
