Å THE ALLEGAN COUNTY ROAD COMMISSION IS 

RESPONSIBLE FOR A TOTAL OF 1797 MILES OF ROAD.   

 

Å 512 PRIMARY MILES 

ï 476 MILES PAVED (0 NEW MILES IN 2011) 

ï 36 MILES GRAVEL 

 

Å 1285 LOCAL MILES 

ï 625 MILES PAVED (3.53 NEW MILES IN 2011) 

ï 660 MILES GRAVEL (67 SEASONAL) 

*SEASONAL ROADS ARE NOT SNOW PLOWED.

Å A ONE MILL TAX WAS FIRST COLLECTED IN 1968 FOR 

BRIDGE AND CULVERT REPLACEMENT. 

 

Å FROM 1968-1982 THERE WERE 111 BRIDGES AND CULVERTS 

REPLACED WITH THE MILLAGE. 

 

Å IN 1982 THE BALLOT LANGUAGE WAS CHANGED FROM 

BRIDGE REPLACEMENT TO PRIMARY ROAD RESURFACING. 

 

Å EFFECTIVE IN 2008 THE BALLOT LANGUAGE WAS CHANGED 

TO INCLUDE PRIMARY ROAD RESURFACING, PRESERVATION 

AND PREPARATION. 

 

Å 2012 IS THE 5TH YEAR IN THE CURRENT FIVE YEAR MILLAGE

MILLAGE PROJECT TOTALS 

Å FROM 1983-2011 THE MILLAGE HAS FUNDED: 

 

  - 550.44 MILES OF PAVING (19.34 IN 2011). 

 

 - 40.43 MILES OF CHIP SEAL AND FOG COAT (10.28 IN 2011) 

 

 - 11 CULVERT REPLACEMENTS (0 IN 2011) 

 



FINANCIAL GUIDELINES 

Å THE MILLAGE REVENUE IS EQUALLY SPLIT BETWEEN SIX 

AREAS. 

 

Å ABOUT 30% OF THE TAX COLLECTED  IS DISTRIBUTED TO 

THE CITIES & VILLAGES IN THE COUNTY. 

 

Å THE EXPENSES AND REVENUES FOR EACH AREA ARE 

CARRIED THROUGH FROM YEAR TO YEAR. THIS ALLOWS 

FOR LARGER PROJECTS RESULTING IN LOWER COSTS. 

 

Å IF THE TOWNSHIP AGREES TO PAVE EXISTING GRAVEL 

SHOULDERS, THEY ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE COST OF 2ò 

OF THE HMA FOR THE PAVED SHOULDER.

Visible Distress
General Condition / Treatment 

Measures

10 Excellent None New construction

9 Excellent None Recent overlay, like new.

No longitudinal cracks except reflection of paving 

joints.

Occasional transverse cracks, widely spaced (40' or 

greater).

Very slight or no raveling, surface shows some traffic 

wear.

Longitudinal cracks (open 1/4") spaced due to 

reflection or paving joints.

Transverse cracks (open 1/4") spaced 10 feet or 

more apart, little or slight crack raveling.

No patching or very few patches in excellent condition.

Slight raveling (loss of lines) and traffic wear.

Longitudinal cracks (open 1/4" - 1/2") due to reflection 

and paving joints.

Transverse cracking (open 1/4" - 1/2") some spaced 

less than 10 feet.

Slight to moderate flushing or polishing.

Occasional patching in good condition.

Moderate to severe raveling (loss of lines and coarse 

aggregate).

Longitudinal cracks (open 1/2") show some slight 

raveling and secondary cracks.  First signs of 

longitudinal cracks near wheel path or edge.

Transverse cracking and first signs of block cracking.  

Slight crack raveling (open 1/2").

Extensive to severe flushing or polishing.

Some patching or edge wedging in good condition.

Severe surface raveling.

Multiple longitudinal and transverse cracking with 

slight raveling.

Block cracking (over 25 - 50% of surface).

Patching in fair condition.

Slight rutting or distortions (1" deep or less).

Closely spaced longitudinal and transverse cracks 

often showing raveling and crack erosion.

Block cracking over 50% of surface.

Some alligator cracking (less than 25% of surface).

Patches in fair to poor condition.

Moderate rutting or distortion (1" or 2" deep).

Occasional potholes.

Alligator cracking (over 25% of surface).

Severe distortions (over 2" deep).

Extensive patching in poor condition.

Potholes.

Failed Severe distress with extensive loss of surface 

integrity.

Failed.  Needs total reconstruction.

Note:  Individual pavements will not have all of the types of distress listed for any particular rating.  They may have only one or two types.

2

Very Poor Severe deterioration.  Need reconstruction 

with extensive base repair.

4

Fair Significant aging and first signs of need for 

strengthening.  Would benefit from 

recycling or overlay.

3

Poor Need patching and major overlay or 

complete recycling.

6

Good Show signs of aging, sound structural 

condition.  Could extend life with sealcoat.

5

Fair Surface aging, sound structural condition.  

Needs sealcoat or non-structural overlay.

8

Very Good Recent sealcoat or new road mix.  Little or 

no maintenance required.

7

Good First signs of aging.  Maintain with routine 

crack filling.
